She was beautiful, with a wonderful sense of humor and I can’t remember a single moment when she failed to maintain her optimism and love of life. Life is so ironic though.

I can imagine how difficult life must be without the wonderful understanding individual, who brought you into this world, taking care of you and raising you so well. Your Dad told me of your current problems and understandable sadness. I’m having so much trouble trying to imagine you as he described. The only advice I can think to offer is to try and gradually revert to your old self. Whether you realize it or not you had your mum’s optimism, so let it shine again because you and your mother were always reflections of each other. Angela, even as the non-religious individual I am, I believe she lives on inside you, reason enough to stop being reclusive and live again in the way she would want you to. 

I want you to know that we all grieve Sue’s untimely death, but we can at least be thankful she died without pain. If you look towards the rising sun I want you to realize that two thousand kilometers in that direction is a shoulder for you to cry on, one of the numerous people who care about you and hope you find the strength to move on.

Dear Mr and Mrs Parry,

It was the first time you’ve ever asked me for a favour, and now your lovely daughter will never be the same. After promising you that I would keep an eye on Jessica, I feel I have failed in my responsibility and wish to provide some explanation and ask for some forgiveness. I realise that now Jessica will never comprehend my sincerity when I tell her how sorry I am for leaving her, or sense my emotions as I cry beside her and hold her unresponsive hand.

I’m sure by now you know I’ve been missing for a week, and I know my parents must be desperately worried. For the last week I’ve been discreetly watching you with Jessica from a vantagepoint outside the hospital window. I have been too afraid to face you. I have wanted to cry with you during those moments, but I could only remain hidden and cry alone. In one of the rare instances you left her side, I visited Jessica. I trembled in a way I have never felt before as I saw her glassy eyes stare right through me, permanently void of all emotions because I was too busy having a good time to check on one of my oldest and most trustworthy friends.

I know that you all believe what happened that night was not my fault, but I doubt you know the whole truth. I can’t help thinking that if I had been responsible as I had promised you, Jessica would still be able to think, walk and talk in the way she had done for years. I had seen Jessica drinking and mixing with the wrong crowd that night as you had suspected. I checked on her occasionally to see she was alright, however as the night progressed and I was reunited with old friends I had not seen for years, my attempts became fewer.

I am writing to request either an immediate replacement or a refund for the faulty monitor I purchased from your store.

On the 2nd of January this year I purchased a Reliable Vision 5E monitor for $750 from Cairns Computers. On setting it up that afternoon in my home office

it didn’t switch on and after reviewing the manual, reconnecting cables and persisting for the following hour the monitor still failed to work. Frustrated, I called your store late that afternoon, and one of your technicians asked me to bring the monitor back for him to examine.

The next day I brought in the monitor as recommended and the same technician soon confirmed that the monitor was indeed faulty and would need to be sent to Sydney for repair. I inquired about a replacement, but was told unfortunately the product could not be replaced, or fixed and returned, until at least the 10th of April, over two months away. I then immediately explained my predicament of needing this monitor as soon as possible for work purposes, and asked for a refund so I could purchase the same monitor elsewhere.
