Description:


Appearance: A large brown or black eagle with long wedge-shaped tail. The adult bird has a rufous nape and shoulder patches, while the juvenile has dark brown above a black throat. Immatures generally darken progressively for 5-7 years before adult plumage. Wedge-tailed Eagles are usually seen soaring at great heights with upswept wings. Voice: Loud, seldom heard “cooweee-el”. Nesting: Enormous stick nests high in large tree; 1-3 blotched white eggs. Range: uncommon resident or nomad in most habitats throughout the mainland of Australia; rare in settled areas.

Red-backed Fairy Wren

Appearance: The smallest of the fairy wren, the male is black with a red back while the female is a pale greyish brown. Voice: This fairy wren has a tinny reel… a soft “tsst”. Nesting: Neat dome of grass in tussock or small shrub; 3-4 brown spotted white eggs. Range: Uncommon resident in grasslands throughout tropical and subtropical woodlands.

Fairy Wrens


Males are strikingly coloured while the females and young are mostly plain grey. Males molt completely after breeding season into brown eclipse plumage, then molt again into full plumage in one to six months depending on age; very old males may eclipse altogether. Usually found in small parties of up to eight birds, most in brown plumage, feeding on ground or in low vegetation.
